immense significance on the global stage. Guided by the directives
of the National Leader, the personnel of the diplomatic service are
diligently fulfilling their critical responsibilities to advance the nati-
on’s foreign policy objectives. The successful execution of Turkme-
nistan’s foreign policy rests heavily on the professional commitment
and strategic tasks assigned to the diplomatic corps.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Turkmenistan serves as the
central executive body responsible for drafting and implementing
foreign policy through diplomatic channels. It ensures high-level
engagement within the country’s relations with foreign states and
international organizations. Historically, the People’s Commissariat
for Foreign Affairs of the Turkmenistan SSR was established on
March 22, 1944, and was later renamed the Ministry of Foreign Af-
fairs (MFA) on April 10, 1946. Since gaining Independence in 1991
and achieving the status of Permanent Neutrality in 1995, the legal
and material-technical foundations of the nation's foreign policy ins-
titutions have been significantly strengthened.

The fundamental principles of Turkmenistan's foreign policy are
based on resolving global and regional issues through peaceful,
political, and diplomatic means. This approach is dedicated to ensu-
ring prosperity, maintaining effective bilateral and multilateral rela-
tions, and fostering cultural rapprochement between nations. These
peace-loving and constructive principles are clearly articulated in
the “Concept of the Foreign Policy Course of Neutral Turkmenistan
for 2022-2028".

The legal framework of the Turkmen diplomatic service is ancho-
red in the Constitution of Turkmenistan and a comprehensive set
of laws, including the laws “On Diplomatic Service” (2013), “On the
status of diplomatic missions of Turkmenistan in foreign countries”
(2011), “On Diplomatic Ranks” (2013), and “On Consular Service”
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The initiatives of Turkmen diplomacy, which are focused on

(2020), among others. Furthermore, it is guided by Presidential
decrees, resolutions of the Halk Maslahaty and the Cabinet of Mi-
nisters, and the norms of international law. In this context, training
highly qualified specialists in international relations, law, econo-
mics, and journalism is a priority. The Institute of International Rela-
tions of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Turkmenistan, established
on March 20, 2008, by Presidential Decree, bears the responsibility
of preparing these professionals. Since its inauguration, the Institu-
te has developed a robust national methodology for educating the
next generation of diplomats.

As a tradition, the Day of Diplomatic Workers of Turkmenistan
is celebrated annually on February 18. Established by a Presiden-
tial Decree in 2009, this professional holiday includes the noble
tradition of awarding the distinction of “Master Diplomat of Turk-
menistan” to those who have demonstrated exceptional service.

Since the early days of its independence, Turkmenistan has
declared its commitment to the principles of Neutrality, prioriti-
zing close relations with neighboring states and expanding its
presence in international organizations. Currently, Turkmenistan
maintains diplomatic relations with 159 countries and actively
cooperates with 54 prestigious international and regional orga-
nizations. Turkmenistan operates 41 missions abroad, including
30 embassies, 2 permanent missions to international organiza-
tions, and 9 consulates. Simultaneously, there are 45 foreign
representations in Turkmenistan, comprising 32 embassies, 9
international organization offices, and 4 consular offices. These
figures serve as clear evidence of the nation’s active and positive
Neutrality policy. The legal status of Turkmenistan’s Permanent
Neutrality is internationally recognized by UN General Assemb-
ly resolutions 50/80A (1995) and 69/285 (2015). Most recently,
on March 21, 2025, during the 79" session of the UN General
Assembly, a resolution titled “Permanent Neutrality of Turkme-
nistan” was again adopted unanimously. Additionally, the UN re-

solution 71/275 of 2017 established
the International Day of Neutrality,
further cementing Turkmenistan's
role.

The Turkmen diplomatic service is
not merely a state function but a school of
humanitarianism that radiates the nation’s
peaceful values to the world. The “Open
Doors” policy of the National Leader and
the Honorable President opens new histo-
rical paths for Turkmen diplomats. Every Turk-
men diplomat, feeling this historical responsibi-
lity, works tirelessly to enhance the international
prestige of our Independent and Neutral Mother-
land, building bridges of friendship and contri-
buting to global development. Looking
